PRESIDENTS REPORT 
Regulations, Statistics and the Logic of 
Selective Legislation 

We're only three months into 1994 and already in 
SA, we've got 9 motorcycle deaths on our minds: 
we saw triple that number last year. 

So far, all male riders, no pillions. All aged 17­
39: (2 aged 17-20; 321-25; 226-29; 2 30-39). 
Haven't seen any facts on their years of 
experience on the road, nor any BAC count 
figures; haven't seen what size of machine they 
were riding. 

Such figures are running months behind in 
collation, so the Police Department advises us ­
but it's got to be well and truly about time that 
our new state government swung behind a more 
informed, comprehensive and up-to-date data 
base system for recording motorcycle fatalities: 
records which reflect a picture rather than merely 
being lists which act as a book-keeping device. 

The statistics from last year reflected gaps that 
should not have been there. And two years after 
compulsory 'lights-on', how many bikes involved 
in fatals or even incidents were hard-wired? Is 
State Transport or the Police Department keeping 
a tab on that one? 

Perhaps the new Premier's much touted ·whole 
of government approach· should be adopted here 
to reflect a focussed look at monitoring for 
trends. Otherwise, we're left wondering why 
governments insist on saving us from ourselves. 

The NT Government has just now repealed 
compulsory bicycle helmet laws for those riding 
on bikeways because 5,000 voters said the law 
was an ass: there'd been a 45 % drop off in 
riding as a leisure activity, and of course the 
climate made helmet wearing pretty uncomfort­
able and awful. But, you still must use one if 
you want to ride on public roads though, or 
wheel your bike across the 6 lane major road into 
town! 

Thought I'd throw this little comparison in 
because in a recent meeting with new Transport 
Minister, Di Laidlaw, one reason she mentioned 
for not repealing the current helmet law for 
sidecars was, because of the outcry from the

Uninformed and often mediocre politicans of all 
persuasions then vote with their feet on the floor 
of the House to rubber stamp these ofteD stupid 
rules, and still, at the end of the day, they do not 
understand these things. 

With respect to the sidecar legislation requiring 
all and sundry to don a lid, ever noted the huge 
numbers of sidecar passengers who were mortally 
wounded in action prior to the righteously 
introduced law? Zilch. 

Ever seen the response from industry to such 
legislation with the wide variety of approved 
helmets for children who ride in sidecars? Zilch. 
Their little heads, necks and spines cannot 
support a conventional helmet designed in the 
main for adults and there are sweet all on the 
market. So what happens? 

Parents don't take their kids out in the sidecar ­
or they make them wear a bicycle helmet to 
compensate for nothing suitable being on the 
market. How ludicrous. A bicycle helmet! May 
as well put a pork chop on their heads for the 
good an ill-fitting device does. 

Are open-topped sports/fun cars, seen on the road 
in seemingly increasing numbers these days, 
really at all different from sidecars. If we have 
such a rule, why not ensure it fits appropriately, 
rather than selectively. (Four wheels are safer 
than two; sports cars are more compact and less 
likely to roll and toss out their passengers; they 
have roll-bars, seat belts etc). I've not seen too 

many roll-bars on sports cars of late, have you?

DOES LOOK BIKE MEAN SEE
 
BIKE?
 

Recent research indicates that driving license tests currently in 
use throuhout the world are unreliable and that driving examiners 
are inconsistent in what they judge to be important for safe 
driving. 

All Australian State liscensing authorities perform oIT-road testing 
for central vision (new drivers get a "one-ofT' test, aged drivers 
are tested annually), licensing authorities wait until an accident 
occurs before they think of cancelling a licence on grounds of 
defective vision, or leave it up to the doctor to try to persuade their 
visually impaired patient not to venture out on the road. 

Investigating police almost never ask the parties to traffic 
accidents or witnesses wether poor vision could have played a part 
in causing the accident and usually nothing is done by licensing 
authorities to try to detect if defective vision played a part in 
causing the accident. 

Apart from the standard test for central vision, no tests are done 
by licensing authorities to screen for visual defects like tunnel 
vision (ie driver's static visual fields are not tested) or cataracts 
(eg testing functional visual fields and also glare disability). 

The Federal Office of Road Safety (FORS) now has two reports by 
Dr JoalUle Wood and Robin Troutbeck ofthe Queensland Institute 
of Technology which indicate that the time has come to start 
asking such questions and testing visual fields and glare disability. 

The study" The EITect of Visual Impairment on Driving 
Performance" is concerned primarily with assessing drivers with 
simulated visual impairments such as cataracts and monocular 
vision. Researchers found that cataracts caused the greatest 
impairment of driving performance and binocular visual field 
restriction caused the greatest impairment; drivers with iether of 
these deficiencies would have passed the vision test employed by 
the driving licence authorities. The study found that: 
• visual impairment significantly reduces visnal search ability and 

and increases reaction time as measured by the functional 
visual field tests, 

• visual impairment also decreases low contrast visual acuity, 
• there is a strong correlation between visual impairment and tests 

of visual function, 
• there is a strong indication that at least three of these extra 

visual tests would assist in the appropriate licensing of 
drivers. 

Another study "Elderly Drivers and Visual Impairment" tested the 
driving performance of subjects with simulated and actual visual 
impairment as well as laboratory tests. In this study the same 
researchers again found that visual impairment significantly 
reduced driving performance, even though all of the tested drivers 
satisfied the visual requirements of obtaining a driving license. It 
was found that: 
• simulated cataracts cause the greatest impairment to driving 

performance, followed by binocular vision, 
• visual impairment significantly decreases the functional visual 

fields and reduces the low contrast letter acuity test 
performance. 

TIlis study demonstrates that the elderly find it more difficult to 
find information in a cluttered view than do young drivers. 
Furthermore, drivers with cataracts find it more difficult again. 
TIlis has important implications for the design and placement of 
road signs. Drivers are expected to locate signs, read the message 
and act on the information in only a few car lengths. This is a 
difficult task for any driver, let alone the elderly or those with 
cataracts. 

These changes are exacerbated by the fact that the elderly have 
slower reaction times. In the second study, Wood and Troutbeck 
found that the reaction time of the elderly drivers were 
significantly longer than for the younger drivers and it was 
calculated that distances would be increased by 2.9 seconds of 
travel. These differences might mean the diITerence between 
seeing and not seeing a child or another car or a mot:orcyclist at an 
intersection. It is therefore clear that the elderly drIver IS at risk 
or puts other road users at risk. tragically, because drivers' 
abilities and performances change graduallY,they may not be able 
to detect that their performance has been significantly degraded 
until an accident occurs or until they are advised. 

In the past their have been a large number of studies giving 
inconsistent findings on the relationship between driving ability 
and visual impairment; these inconsistencies have arisen from the 
relatively small numbers of test subjects and the cmdity of the 
vision tests studied. With the exception of Wood and Troutbeck's 
June 1992 study, driving performance was assessed by laboratory 
simulation or by accident rates. 

TIle former may bear little relationship to actual driving conditions 
and the latter can only be an index of driving ability, as many 
accidents remain unreported and those drivers involved in accident 
statistics may not necessarily be "at fault". 

Two facts indicate that the problem of a visually impaired llriver is 
likely to become a major concern for Australia in the future:­
1 Vision has been estimated to compromise up to 90% of the 

sensory input for driving, 
2 The prevalence of eye disease increases significantly with age. 

Long term projections estimate a 95% increase in people aged 
between 50-64 years from 2.2 million in 1984 to 4.3 miJhon III 2021 
and a projected 100% increase in people aged 65 years and over 
from 1.6 million in 1984 to between 3.4 and 3.5 million in 2021. 
Over the next decade the num,bers of persons with visual 
impairment applying for license renewal will thus significantly 
increase. 

Screening for Visually Irnpai.red Road Users 
Vision screening can only be justified ifit has significant impact OIl 

driving safety. TIlere are many characteristics of vision which arc 
impaired in eye diease, that could be considered as requirements 
for a driving license. These include measures of central statIc 
visual acuity, dynamic visual acuity, visual fields, colour VISIon, and 
contrast sensitivity. Central vision acuity is the attribut.e that i. 
the most commonly screened at present, however there is no 
compelling evidence that visual acuity, as opposed to other vi.ua} 
functions, better predicts driving performance. Indeed, a number 
of investigators have argued that full visual fields, as opposed to 
good central static visual fields, are more important to driving 
performance. 

It appears that oIT-road eye examination presently used to licen.e 
drivers is inadequate, and that better methods, including the 
simple new procedure of testing for glare function to de.teet tl~e the 
early stages of cataracts should be incorporated ImmedIately lIlto 
these tests. A relatively inexpensive testing machine, the 
"Keystone View VS II Model 1136A" is currently used by optical 
dispensers is available and appropriate for immediate introduction 
by driving license authorities.

What Can We Do About Reducing Road Risks Caused By 
defective Vision?
 
Motorcyclists can help raise public awareness of the importance of
 
visual testing of drivers in the following ways:
 

1. Wherever a motorcyclist is injured or killed as a result of 
circumstances where the other driver's vision could be to 
blame, as soon as possible after the accident; 

* contact the investigating police officer and ask them to have the 
other driver's eyes tested, 

* contact the MRA for details on how that testing should be carried 
out and check that the testing is carried out properly, 

* write to 
- the Commissioner of Police 
- The misiter for Police 
- the Shadow Minister for Police 
- your local Member of Parliament 
asking whether the police intend re-testing both drivers' vision. 

2. Ifyou are injured or your bike is damaged and ifyou have a 
lawyer, ask your lawyer to; 

* obtain a copy of the other driver's motor driver's license and 
check whether any visual aids were required to be worn and 
if they were in fact worn at the time. 

* check the other driver's medical history to ascertain whether 
they had any previous eye problems,

* have the other driver's vision tested - the Rules of Court 
apecifically empower you to have the other driver's eyes 
tested, 

• interrogate (ie formally question - on oath) the other driver about 
their visual defects· again the MRa can provide your lawyer 
with specific questions that should be included in the 
interrogatories which your lawyer may need to know.

INTERNATIONAL SNIPPET 

EURO-CRATS RFJECT lOOPS LIMIT 
(from AMCN 11/93) 

Late last year, the European Parliament massively rejected 
the lOOps power limit for motorcycles recently adopted by 
the Parliament's Council of Ministers. 

Now, under the procedures of the European Parliament, it 
will take a lmanimous vote from the Council for Ministers 
for the Council to disregard the Parliament's decision and 
adopt the lOOps directive. 

This is extremely unlikely given Great Britain's opposition 

to the law. 
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AM.C. REPORT 
MINISTER ENDORSES ROAD 
SAFETY PLAN 

On February 11 this year, the then Federal 
Minister for Transport and Communications, 
Senator Bob Collins, endorsed the National Road 
Safety Strategy proposals recommended by the 
taskforce set up to examine and assess ways of 
improving road safety in the next 7 years. 

The taskforce, coordinated by the Federal Office 
of Road Safety, comprises representatives of 
Federal and State Governments, the medical 
profession, the trade, the police, and motor 
vehicle user groups. 

The AMC is represented on this Taskforce and is 
in fact a key representative group whose 
comments and views are sought widely by other 
members. 
The taskforce last met on December 14 last year 
to decide on performance indicators, times and 
prioritisation of items selected from the Action 
Plan. The following priority items were 
proposed: 

1. Develop and implement a national code or 
model of road safety practice for local 
government covering road safety and related 
trauma, and road safety assessment for major 
land use planning and alternative public transport 
measures by December 1994. 

2. Develop national industry road safety codes of 
practice (covering coaches, freight and freight 
forwarders, and industry generally) which will be 
applied by the road transport industry and other 
major corporate users of road transport, and be 
adopted by December 1996. 

3. Develop and nationally adopt standards and 
guidelines recommended by the National Road 
Trauma Advisory Council's Trauma Management 
Systems Report by June 1995, and implement 
these and a comprehensive system for collection 
of trauma data from hospitals by December 1995. 

4. The most suitable and proven road and 
vehicle safety technology will be sought in 
Australia and overseas and, where cost~ffective, 

be introduced as soon as practicable in a 
progressive manner up to the year 2001 subject to 
internatinal developments and practices. 

5. Federal, State, Territory and local 
governments will introduce nationally consistent 
road safety audit principles and programs for all 
major road planning and design, construction and 
maintenance works, with these principles being 
established by December 1994. 

6. Systematically identify and improve hazardous 
locations through cost~ffective measures, and 
continue to administer ongoing programs to the 
year 2001 and seek hi~h levels of funding. 

7. Federal, state and territory governments will 
adopt a range of regulatory alcohol and drug 
countermeasures and industry-promoted initiatives 
to reduce the level of alcohol and drug induced 
trauma, specifically including: 

the immediate suspension of licences for offences 
with BAC greater than 0.15 and for repeat 
offenders; 

the implementation of regulatory measures by
 
November 1995, and review of penalties and
 
additional measures for repeat offenders by
 
November 1994;
 

promoting the marketing of low-alcohol
 
beverages;
 

the development of server and other intervention 
programs; 

the medical and pharmaceutical practitioners to 
advise patients of effects of alcohol and drugs on 
driving impairment; 

A package of nationally consistent measures will 
be agreed by June 1994 and implemented by 
December 1995. 

8. State and Territory governments will develop 
and adopt nationally harmonious urban speed 
management policies and strategies flowing from 
the findings of AUSTROADS urban speed limit 
project by mid-1995, and which recognises the 
specific needs of traffic routes, local access 
streets, schools and community centres. 

9. Develop and adopt nationally consistent and 
cost~ffective standards, improve training and 
safety of young novice drivers, and improve 
instructor training, with implementation by 
December 1994; 
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10. Develop cost-effective strategies and 
guidelines to improve the safety of all vulnerable 
road users nationally, including pedestrians, 
bicyclists and motorcyclists. The strategies will 
be adopted by December 1994 and aim at 
reducing these serious injuries by 20% below the 
1993 baseline levels, up to the year 2001. 

11. All governments will implement road 
engineering, education and management activities 
which target the contribution made by fatigue to 
road crashes, and will include doubling the 
number of rest areas by the year 2001 and an 
improvement in delineation on 20 % of the road 
network. 

12. All States and territories will develop joint 
education/transport road safety policies and, as a 
first step, adopt tllese into school curricula at all 
levels nationally from pre-primary to secondary 
development. Joint proposals will be established 
by December 1994 with ongoing implementaiton 
to the year 2001. 

13. States and Territories with special problems 
in rural and remote areas will cooperate to 
develop and implement strategic action focusing 
on findings flowing from the AUSTROADS 
project which is developing actions for reducing 
rural crashes. 

Measures will be finalised by December 1994 
with ongoing implementation and review to the 
year 2001.

NINE MOTORCYCLE FATALITIES 
SO FAR IN 1994 - NO MORE 

John Gazard, Road Safety Officer 

Welcome to 1994! A special welcome is 
reserved for those of you who survived 1993, a 
-horror year- for motorcyclists with twenty seven 
rider and three pillion fatalities in South 
Australia. 

Compared to 1992, where motorcycle fatalities 
reached almost fifteen, it certainly was a horror 
year. Looking back however, 1992 was an 
exceptional year, with 25 deaths in both 1990 and 
1991. 202 motorcycle riders and passengers 
were killed o~ Australian roads that year. 

I recently received some statistics for the South 
Australian fatalities. The -apparent error- given 
for 10 of the 30 fatalities last year was 
-inattention- on the part of the rider. The 
-apparent error- given for 8 of the 30 fatalities 
was -failed to keep left-, also on the part of the 
ri\ier. 6 were attributed to the driver of another 
vehicle being responsible. 

Although these types of stastistics do not always 
give a clear indication of exactly how and why 
these accidents occur, it is obvious that riders and 
drivers of motor vehicles are not focussed only 
on controlling our vehicles when we are on the 
road. 

Each month, the MRA receives a report from the 
Federal Office of Road Safety outlining the road 
fatality statistics for all states and all vehicles in 
that month. The message that is conveyed to me 
each time that I read these and our own State 
reports is that more training is required - not 
just the training of new motorcyclists, but 
training for ALL motorists. However, this is a 
report and not an editorial, so we will continue. 

In a recent conversation with Mr Dennis 
RichardS, the Senior Technical Officer with the 
South Australian Department of Road Transport, 
I asked him about the further development and 
use of the non-skid road marking paint that is in 
use in South Australia. Mr Richards informed 
me that some interest had been shown in the 
paint, buy only one other organization apart from 
the SA Dept of Road Transport was using the 

paint. So here we have a life-saving road 
marking paint system available, with only a 
private Queensland firm and oW" own Department 
of Road Transport using it in Australia. I don't 
know what to say. Mr Richards also told me that 
they are developing a water-based non-skid paint 
that will be much kinder to the environment. 

The SA Engineering and Water Supply 
Department is continuing development of the non­
skid roadworks cover-plates that were tested by 
the MRA last year, and it shouldn't be long 
before we see them in use by the EW & S and 
other roadwork authorities. 

Well, until I see you at the next MRA meeting or 
amazing MRA event, please take care and be 
extremely attentive on the road, whatever you 
ride or drive.
